Academic Eligibility

To be eligible to participate in any extra-curreubctivity at Schlarman Academy, a student
must be doing passing work in all school subjectduiding conduct and be in attendance a full
day of an activity to participate that evening, &picfor a pre-arranged appointment.

Any student athlete who earns a grade of "F" iy subject, as reported on the weekly eligibility
report, will not be allowed to play in games orgtiee with the team until the grade is improved
to a "C" grade level.

Any student whose conduct is unsatisfactory and reeeives a 45 minute detention will not be
allowed to participate in one game or meet. Tbss lof eligibility will occur in the next game
following the day of the infraction.

Any student/athlete who earns a grade of "D" ordofor two consecutive weeks in any one
subject, as reported on the weekly eligibility repavill not be allowed to participate in games
until the grade has been Improved to a "C" levehigher. These students will be allowed to
practice with the team.

Eligibility reports are turned in, by our teachers the last day of each week. Any ineligibility
caused by low grades or conduct will take effecttio following Monday and run through the
next Sunday, (seven days). If a student's grades improved to the point that he/she becomes
eligible for participation again, he/she may begarticipation on the Monday following the
eligibility report that shows the required improvemh, and he/she will be eligible at least through
the following Sunday, depending on the resultdat tveek's eligibility report.

Any student who is ineligible and receives a lettting their ineligibility, must report this
information to their coach.

Grades that are reported are cumulative from thlggnheng of each grading period (quarter).
Grades start again at the beginning of each nedirgyaeriod.

Grades may be accessed by way of internet throaijjheE A login and password will be given
to each family.

Extra Curricular Activity Cancellation Policy

In the case of school cancellation due to bad veeathany other unforeseen circumstances, no
extracurricular activities (home or away) such asgs, matches and practices will occur that
day. Saturday or holiday activities will occurtla¢ discretion of the principal. Activities will
resume the same day that school resumes.

Peoria Diocesan Catholic Schools are dedicated to the development and growth of the whole person.
Jesus’ teachings remain at the heart of virtues that ultimately contribute to making the athletic program
a Catholic Christian experience. The program exists to develop and enhance the relationship between
faith development and daily living.

First and foremost, parents and legal guardians are the first teachers and models of faith development.

Myriad opportunities for spiritual, intellectual, physical, social and emotional development exist within
the religious and academic environment,

Athletics, as an extra-curricular school activity at the elementary level, is a privilege, one that is earned
and fostered by a student’s Christian character and academic efforts. Athletics will be recognized as a

supportive component to the total educational process, offering balance rather than prominence within
its educational scope and practices.

Objectives

A balanced athletic program, a privilege in which elementary students may choose to participate,
exemplifies and witnesses to the meaning of living in a Catholic Christian community by:

o Allowing participation of students regardless of their athletic abilities

o Developing character qualities within the realm of Catholic Christian traditions

o Providing opportunities for development of fundamental skills and self-confidence
o Developing habits of health, hygiene and safety

o Providing opportunities for student-athletes, parent(s)/legal guardian(s), coaches,

moderators and spectators to celebrate their school communities as Christ present

Governance

The Diocese of Peoria Athletic Handbook for Elementary Schools shall serve as policy for all diocesan
schools.

Diocesan schools with athletic programs are encouraged to seek membership in the Illinois Elementary

School Association (IESA). Schools with membership in the [ESA should abide by the association’s
regulations.

Lines of Authority

Recognizing that the Pastor is ultimately responsible for all parish activities, the Principal will provide
the leadership and responsibility for all athletic programs at the local elementary school level.

These responsibilities will then extend to the Athletic Director, coaches and moderators, students-
athletes and their parent(s) or guardian(s).

Safe Environment Training Program (SET)

the measure of every institution is whether it threatens or enhances the life and dignity of the human
personn.

In order to guard against incidents of sexual abuse of minors, Safe Environment Training is required of
adults who work with youth on a regular basis. The training establishes acceptable behavior that is

legal, professional and responsible. It includes standards of conduct regarding sexual abuse and

Student-Athletes

Students who demonstrate Christian conduct and achieve academically according to their abilities may
participate in athletic activities.

Only full time students enrolled in Diocese of Peoria Catholic elementary schools may participate in
their respective athletic programs.

Previous to the beginning of each sport during the school year, participants will be required to have on
file:

v" Parental/Guardian Consent Form and Liability Waiver (cf. School Forms —
website)

v Acknowledgement and Adherence Form regarding the Diocese of Peoria Athletic
Handbook for Catholic Elementary Schools and the local school’s Parent/Student

Handbook, signed by the student-athlete and his or her parent(s) or legal
guardian(s) (school-generated form)

v Medical Information and Emergency Form (cf. School Forms — website)

v" Annual Proof of Physical Examination, signed by a licensed physician

Code of Conduct

Student-athletes are expected to model appropriate Christian behavior at all times.

Every diocesan Catholic school sponsoring athletic programs shall determine the requisites for
acceptable student-athlete conduct and delineate policies and administrative regulations for their
dissemination through the Student/Parent Handbook. These shall form the basis for behavioral
expectations on the local level and will be shared with and understood by the student-athletes, their
parent(s) or legal guardian(s), the Athletic Director, coaches and assistant coaches, moderators and
faculty members.

Sanctions for inappropriate and unacceptable behaviors may include, but not be limited to, verbal and
written warnings, documentation, communication with parent(s) or guardian(s), limited suspension,
permanent suspension and expulsion.

CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Philosophy

The co-curricular activities of Schlarman Academgdgs 9-12 are to provide enriching

educational experiences in both athletic and nbtett student activities. They are to act
as an extension of the classroom giving studert®fiportunity to develop and excel in a
variety of skills and talents and to compete athighest level possible giving the entire

Schlarman Academy community (students, parentsgchas#sponsors, faculty, alumni,

and others) the opportunity to display a spirit @joperation, respect and good

sportsmanship, reflecting the Christian dignityeafch person. These activities must be
conducted with proper supervision in a manner aest with the mission of Schlarman

Academy.

Purpose

Schlarman Academy behavioral regulations shall rekteo all Schlarman Academy
activities including but not limited to co-curriaulactivities, sporting events (at home and
away), school-sponsored dances, field trips andratbhool-sponsored events. All such
activities are an extension of the school day. Thddudes both the participants in the
sporting events or co-curricular activities anddstuts who are attending the event.
Students who participate in co-curricular actigtievhether academic or athletic, wear
Schlarman Academy uniforms as yet another privilegsociated with Schlarman
Academy attendance. All Schlarman Academy studangs expected to embody the
Christian philosophy, especially when they repreSamlarman Academy as ambassadors
of the school. We believe, therefore, that theadesits will, at all times, both at school
and away from school, conduct themselves in a nrahaeis above reproach.

It is presumed that the students and the studpatents will strive to maintain the
standards of conduct that Schlarman Academy emsodlieis further presumed that
parents will, at all times, enforce the laws redati® minors, under-age drinking, smoking,
curfew and all laws for the moral upbringing of #¢man Academy students.

Coaches and sponsors will enforce rules that prertiwd mental and physical well being
of the members of their organization. These rudes,up by the coach/sponsor will be
uniform, written, approved by the principal, andrd and agreed to by the parent and
the student. All rules will be explained to the niers of the Schlarman Academy teams
and organizations at the first practice/organizationeeting

Signed copies of the rules will be returned to ¢bach/sponsor before the first practice/
meeting. If not returned, the student will not dlwaed to continue as a part of the
organization/team until the document is returndake Tules, if violated, will be enforced
uniformly by the athletic director, coach, or piipal as appropriate. Rule violations may
result in the lack of playing time, "benching,” aaden being permanently suspended
from a team if warranted by circumstances as thisg.a
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Student Eligibility

Academic

When a student receives a failing grade at the lyesigibility check, we require that the
student attend 8th hour the following week Monddyursday. Failure to attend the class
will result in a detention and notification to pate The second unexcused 8th hour will
result in an in-school suspension. All students whdicipate in extra-curricular activities
at Schlarman Academy must meet the minimum acadexgigrements of the school. If a
student is failing two or more subjects, participatin any sport or extra-curricular event,
will not be permitted until the academic requiremesnmet. The school will determine
this at the next weekly grade check.

Grades are checked Thursday afternoons. A studsetndined to be ineligible due to
academic reasons will typically be ineligible frétonday to Monday.

A student who has not passed five classes thequewemester, including summer school
will not be eligible to practice or compete in atySA athletic sport the following
semester.

Any senior who has not completed at least eightggr@ of the Faith Alive graduation
requirement by the first day of the third quartetheir senior year will forfeit the right to
participate in all extra-curricular activities. Atugdent may resume extra-curricular
activities when: eighty-percent of the Faith Aliggaduation requirement has been
completed; the student has submitted and receipptbaal of a contract detailing how
the remaining requirements will be satisfied by M&y The student will not participate
in graduation ceremonies or receive a diploma gntae Faith Alive requirement has
been satisfied.

Residency and Transfer Requirements

Schlarman Academy will follow the guidelines set Miye lllinois High School
Association concerning residency requirements tiadent participation in athletics. This
also includes requirements concerning transferestisd

Drug/Alcohol Policy

All students at Schlarman Academy must meet thedshguidelines concerning the use
of tobacco, alcohol and illegal drugs as outlinedhe General Policies Section of this
handbook.

Sportsmanship

Good sportsmanship is the attitude and behavidrekemplifies positive support for the

sportsmanship.
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Coaches/Sponsors Responsibilities And Expectations

Philosophy

- Promote unity between all programs, whether theysairitual, academic, athletic or
extra-curricular.
Operate the program/activity consistent with thesioin and philosophy of Schlarman
Academy.
Foster school spirit by providing an atmospherewbiblesome competition while
teaching rules for good sportsmanship.
Respect the integrity and personality of the indiinal student.
Set a Christian example for players and spectépencouraging students using only
POSITIVE motivation and displaying respect for tpponents.
Display modesty in victory and graciousness in defe
Respect the integrity and judgment of game offgcial
Be no party to the use of profanity, inapproprigéstures, or loud arguments in front
of athletes and spectators.

Administrative

Coaches/Sponsors will:

- Follow all lllinois High School Association, llline Cheerleading Competition
Association, lllinois Drill Team Association, andl ather organizational guidelines
pertaining to their sport/activity.

Inform the Sports Activities Director of all plangieas for events, schedules, etc., by
meeting face to face and providing, for approvaiften copies of all documents that
are sent home.
Follow Schlarman Academy mandated policy for eligyo
Attend the mandatory meetings with the DirectoAtfletics & Student Activities.
Consult and cooperate with other coaches/sponsorseming students involved in
dual participation.
Attend a mandatory meeting with the Director of latits & Student Activities and
Principal during May and submit in writing at thmseeting:
Plan summer activities including camps, competgjaaic.
Set summer expectations for students including ogpgns, fund raisers, weight/
conditioning programs, and summer leagues.
Send copies of all correspondence sent home.
Provide a list of all supplies/equipment reque$tedhe next season.
Follow all rules for practice schedules:
Schedule practice to not begin before 3:05 p.m.
Transportation to alternate sites may not leaveree3:15 p.m.
Students required to attend eighth hour may na@nédttpractice or
conditioning until 3:15pm

There will be no practice or open gym if the schi@oklosed due to weather, unless
approved by the Director of Athletics & Studenttikities and the Principal.
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With Students

Coaches/Sponsors will:

- Supervise all students in activity by being presentepresented by a previously
approved designated assistant at events and mggdiicluding locker room activities.
Teach all necessary skills and important valueslenvknriching the educational
experiences of the students.

Maintain an orderly and safe environment for altipgants.

Enforce discipline as needed while encouraging gspdrtsmanship among all

participants.

Provide in writing to each student and parent:

A list of regulations and guidelines for the spaxctivity.

Monthly practice and game schedules.

Summer activities and expectations.

Follow practice schedule times. Practice time idekipreparation time, practice, and
post-practice team meetings.

Detain students no longer than 30 minutes aftearaggfor post-game meetings and
field/equipment upkeep, unless the Sports Actisifierector and parents are notified
in advance.

Remain with students until the last student hashbgeked up. (The coach may
choose to have an assistant or qualified staff neemwit with the students.)

General Maintenance

Coaches/Sponsors will:

. Secure the gym area after all practices by lockithgvindows, doors, turning off the
lights and securing outside gate.
Carry First Aid Kit and player emergency informattitm all events and practices.
Maintain certification by attending required cowsad workshops as defined by the
lllinois High School Association.
Attend workshops provided for coaches/sponsorsdijaBman Academy.
Student Responsibilities And Expectations
Student Responsibilities
To meet the school requirements for academics.
To follow all school rules pertaining to athletesd extracurricular activities.
To be present the full day of an activity (incluglimorning prayer) to participate that
evening - except in the case of pre-arranged appeints.
To understand and follow the rules and policies$ tha coach has developed relating
to that particular activity.
To provide the necessary forms for the school leetbe student will be allowed to
practice, such as:
A "waiver of insurance" form stating that he or seecovered through a specific
family plan before the student is allowed to praefior an activity.
A signed statement by a physician stating thatstbdent is able to participate in the
activity
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Expectations of Students

General conditioning before the starting date otlmetic season is of great benefit to the
student. Conditioning programs before and betwemas@ns are encouraged by most
coaches/sponsors but must conform to regulatiotiseoiilinois High School Association.
Students may participate in more than one actpéy season. The student must declare
his or her primary sport before the first conteghe student must be able to attend
practices, games/competitions, etc. of all acasitiwhen conflicts do arise, the student
must inform all coaches/sponsors involved. The esticcan then expect the coaches to
work out the conflicts.

Summer/Off-Season Expectations

Most coaches/sponsors run summer conditioning progrand camps. Some coaches
have students participate in summer leagues. Wiakticipation in these activities is
highly encouraged, these activities may not be ratatland must follow the guidelines
of the lllinois High School Association.

Changing Teams During the Season

Schlarman Academy realizes there may be times ahstudent begins a season in one
activity and realizes that the activity is not fom or her. The student may then want to
participate in another activity for that seasomdgnts will be allowed to do so, providing

that the student changes teams before the first phactices of the team to which the
student is changing.

GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE

Parent/Coach/Sponsor Relationship

Both parenting and coaching/sponsoring are extrgnmewarding, yet challenging,
vocations. By establishing an understanding of geadition, a better understanding of the
actions of the other is possible and provides fgreater benefit to the students. When
students become involved in school programs, pareave a right to understand what
expectations are placed on their student. Thisnsegith clear communication from the
coach/sponsor of the student's program.

Communication to expect from coach/sponsor:
- Philosophy of the coach/sponsor
Expectations the coach/sponsor has for the stumlahtall the members of the team,
and the discipline that may result from not meethngse expectations
Locations and times of all practices and contests
Team requirements (i.e., fees, special equipmdirseason conditioning)
Procedure should a child be injured during paréitign

Communication coaches/sponsors expect from parents:
. Concerns expressed directly to the coach/sponsor
Notification of any schedule conflicts well in agwa
Specific concern about a coach's/sponsor's philgsapd/or expectations
Appropriate concerns to discuss with coaches/spenso
The treatment of the student spiritually, mentadiyd physically
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Ways to help the child improve
Concerns about the child's behavior.

Procedure for Conflict Resolution

1. Parent/Student should make an appointment fmeating between parents and the
coach/sponsor. A parent or student should not @gpra coach immediately before,
during, or following a game.

2. If no agreement is reached, the parent/studesdisito make an appointment to meet
with the coach/sponsor and Director of AthleticS&dent Activities. If the Director
is the coach/ sponsor involved, proceed to stepbeurtihree.

3. |If still no satisfaction is reached, the pargnident should make an appointment and
meet with the coach/sponsor and principal.

4. If there is no agreement at this time, a reqoest be made to meet with the Pastor’s
Board.

Dual Participation

At Schlarman Academy students are allowed to ppdie in more than one activity
during a season. Parents and students need toeré¢ladit participating in more than one
activity does require a great deal of time and cament. Students should realize that
certain activities are conducted at the same tand, have competitions or performances
and even post-season competitions on the same @&iydents who are returning
sophomores, juniors, and seniors need to decl&ie phimary sport/activity before the
first game/competition. New students and freshmeednio declare their primary sport/
activity before 30 calendar days after the spatit/ag first practice. It is understood that
academic success comes first. If the student fmdmtaining academic work difficult
with dual participation, the student may elect tscdntinue one of their extracurricular
activities by submitting a letter to the athleticedtor signed by the student and parent or
guardian. Please list your primary sport/activilldwed by your secondary sport/
activity.

Guidelines

When there are conflicting competitions, games, parformances, the following
guidelines will be followed. A game/competition waduake precedence over a practice.
A tournament game would take precedence over dalegeiason game or performance. A
competition would take precedence over a performanc

Gym Scheduling

The Director of Athletics & Student Activities wilost gym scheduling.

. Once a gym/practice schedule is established, dlaglt wants to schedule practices off
campus, the dates and times of those practices bmusipproved by the Sports
Activities Director.

The gym/practice schedule will be published anttithsted to students.
When the school is closed due to weather, the gilhbevclosed.
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Practices

Beginning/Ending Times

The practice schedule should identify the beginring, ending time, and location. The
beginning time should signify the time students tardbe present for practice. Ending
times should signify the time the student will §hipractice, and any meeting associated
with the practice. In other words, ending timehe time the student will begin preparing
(showering, changing clothes, etc.) to leave tlaetme.

Two Practices per Day

Before the first game of a season is played, caaoley schedule two, but no more than
two, practices a day on those days when schodatigrsession. Any short morning team
meetings or activities must be pre-approved by Dector of Athletics & Student
Activities or principal.

Sunday Practices

Teams may not practice on Sundays, except the $updseding a state-qualifying
competition. These practices may last no more thaotal of 1% hours. No Sunday
practice may begin before 1:00 p.m. or end aft@d p.m.

Non-Practice/Game Days

There shall be no practices or open gym when thedads closed for weather-related
reasons or on the following days:
Thanksgiving Day

Christmas Eve after 12:00 noon
Christmas Day

New Years' Day

Holy Thursday after 4.00 p.m.
Good Friday

Holy Saturday

Easter Sunday

Practice will be allowed on the following days witre stipulation that the opportunity to
attend Mass be sufficiently made:

Immaculate Conception (December 8)

Mother of God (January 1)

Ash Wednesday
